Overview of objectives — Year 2

e Listen to, discuss and express views about a wide range of contemporary and classic poetry, stories and non-
fiction at a level beyond that at which they can read independently

e Become increasingly familiar with and retell a wider range of stories, fairy stories and traditional tales

e Participate in discussion about books, poems and other works that are read to them and those that they can
read for themselves, taking turns and listening to what others say

e Explain and discuss their understanding of books, poems and other material, both those that they listen to
and those that they read for themselves

e Recognise simple recurring literary language in stories and poetry

e Draw on what they already know or on background information and vocabulary

e Check that the text makes sense to them as they read and correct inaccurate reading
